1. NCC Town & Country Planning – construction of 158 dwellings (former phase 1B of the development of the former St Georges Hospital site in Morpeth) amended description – to be heard 3rd November 2020.

AB advised the Planning Committee were meeting on Wednesday and this item was on the agenda.  They were planning on asking Leader of Council to intervene.
